In the same spirit of inclusivity, our community has also chosen to continue using the language of the 
Mass as it was prayed before the 2011 revision of the Roman Missal.

A tragic car accident cut his life short at 45, but his story and his legacy continue to impact the course of the 
Church today.

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Presider:  As we gather around this Eucharistic table, we recall God’s blessing and love from 
ages past, and we celebrate anew the gift of life which we share among us at this Eucharistic 
feast. 

May the Spirit of life and wholeness, who transforms the gifts we present, transform us, too, 
that we may be refreshed in our inner being and be empowered to bring mercy, love and 
healing to those whose lives we touch.
