Dignity/New York gathers as a faith community of Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender, Queer, 
Intersex, and Straight Catholics, along with our friends and companions on the journey.

In the same spirit of inclusivity, our community has also chosen to continue using the language of the 
Mass as it was prayed before the 2011 revision of the Roman Missal.

Conversion Therapy: Understanding and Confronting Harm Event Now Streaming 
Members and friends of DignityUSA and Dr. Lucas Wilson (editor of Shame-Sex Attraction: Survivors’ Stories 
of Conversion Therapy) chatted on May 20, 2026, on the topic of Conversion Therapy: Understanding and 
Confronting Harm. Conversion practices—commonly referred to as conversion therapy—constitute the 
damaging efforts to change queer individuals' sexual orientations and/or gender identities and expressions. 
Despite the common misapprehension—in North America, at least—that conversion practices are a thing of the 
past, such anti-LGBTQ+ efforts persist and continue to wreak havoc on countless queer and trans individuals, 
particularly those in high-control religious contexts. As a survivor of conversion therapy himself, Wilson 
presented a broadened definition of conversion practices before discussing the prevalence of conversion 
practices in North America.
